CAD: First Steps will provide home visitation services for new mothers who are ineligible for Medicaid home visits. Eligible families will be found through maternity records at The McDowell Hospital, physician, and self-referral.  Families will be contacted while the mother is in the hospital or by telephone after discharge. An initial home visit will be made by the Registered Nurse employed by this activity. During the home visit the mother and new baby will receive a physical assessment, a home safety inspection, and education on health topics, including breastfeeding. Additional home visits can be made to address specific problems as needed, i.e. breastfeeding problems or jaundice. Telephone contact will be maintained for six months. A Spanish-language Interpreter and Program Coordinator will assist the Registered Nurse as needed. First Steps has an Advisory Board which will meet quarterly to discuss the program. Smart Start funds may be used to provide lunch for Advisory Board Meetings. Program staff may attend training opportunities as applicable to insure licensing requirements are kept up to date.

Direct Service Provider/Activity: The McDowell Hospital/Healthy Start

CAD: Healthy Start will be implemented in McDowell County to offer support and instruction to new moms who have screened positive for high-risk home environments. A trained assessment worker will examine all records of first time moms using a standard research tool. Those moms that screen positive on paper or are referred by a physician will be interviewed by a registered nurse. Mothers that continue to screen positive after the interview phase will be invited to take part in Healthy Start, an intensive home visiting program based on Partners for a Healthy Baby. As staffing and time allow, second- and third-time mothers who continue to screen positive may be accepted in the program. Initially, home visits will be made weekly by a trained paraprofessional-Family Support Worker for support and instruction on positive parenting and child development. Patients will be visited bi-weekly, monthly, and every three months based on continuing assessments and the Partners for a Healthy Baby curriculum. A Registered Nurse and a Spanish-language interpreter will assist the Family Support Worker as needed. A Program Coordinator will provide additional administrative support. Healthy Start has an Advisory Board which will meet quarterly. Smart Start funds may be used to provide lunch for Advisory Board Meetings. This Activity may also send the Home Visitation Worker and RN to applicable conferences to insure licensing requirements are kept up to date.

North Cove center staff will offer preschool programs for 3-, 4-, and 5-year-old children with two groups five days a week. The Glenwood center will serve 2-, 3-, 4-, and 5-year-olds in one four hour program three days each week and a second half-day program two days a week.  Preschool programs will operate on a part-day basis for 10 months and continue with a limited two-week summer program. Literacy-rich activity kits will be available for parent check-out at both sites.

A full-time Professional Development Specialist will provide technical assistance support for early childhood professionals as they pursue higher educational goals and access the Early Educator Certificate. The ECRC, staffed by a part-time Early Childhood Specialist, will provide a lending library of early childhood equipment and materials and workspace for teachers and parents to create lesson plans, games and activities for young children.  Existing child care centers and family child care homes will receive ongoing technical assistance to maintain quality early childhood programs.  Prospective programs will receive training and technical support.  A database will be maintained to support the Professional Development and Training and Technical Assistance. Staff will collaborate with and support the Regional R&R Lead. Staff will produce an annual report using local and regional data for McDowell County.    This activity may provide an annual "Provider Appreciation Event" for Early Childhood Teachers and Directors, which may be partially funded by Smart Start funds.  Child Care Resource & Referral (CCR&R) will also hold up to six annual Director/Family Child Care Home (FCCH) Meetings, an annual Advisory Committee Meeting, and will host evening or lunch time child care professional training events for which food may be provided if funds allow.
