The McDowell County Partnership for Children will host its 5th Annual Eat Out for Early Education fundraiser. On this day local restaurants will donate a portion of their sales to the Partnership for Children. 
Participating restaurants include: Babe’s, Bruce’s Fabulous Foods, Burger King, Caffiend Underground, Harvest Drive-In, Holly’s Deli & Desserts, Jalapeno Fresh Grill, Little Siena, Low Country, McDonald’s, Moondoggy’s Classic Diner, Nara Express, Open Flame Buffet & Grill, Smokey Que’s, The Steak House, Titan’s Pizza, Usagi, and Wendy’s. You can eat at any of these restaurants for breakfast, lunch, or dinner and a donation will be given to the Partnership for Children. Additional financial support has been provided by After 5 Pub & Grill, but it will not be open for the event.


“We have had great success with this fundraiser over the years because people love an excuse to eat out, see friends in these busy restaurants, and know that their meal brings a donation for programs that serve young children,” said Partnership Executive Director Caroline Rodier. “We also hope the event brings more business to our local restaurants and encourages people to try something new.” 
New businesses participating this year include Caffiend Underground, Low Country, the Open Flame, Usagi and After 5. Little Siena has also changed locations since the last fundraiser. 

Proceeds support the Partnership’s Foundation Fund, administered by the local board of directors for programs that benefit young children and their families in McDowell County. 
The Partnership for Children administers McDowell County’s Smart Start grant to provide programs for young children age birth through five. These programs focus on child care, health, and parent education to ensure every child enters kindergarten healthy and ready to learn. Some of the programs include McSmiles Mobile Preschool, The McDowell Hospital’s Healthy Start home visitation program for new moms, child care subsidies through the Department of Social Services, and family resource centers at Old Fort, North Cove, and Glenwood Elementary Schools.  In order to receive Smart Start funding, the Partnership is required to match 10% of its state grant with private contributions.
