Activity name:  Family Resource Programs: Family Support
Up to six Family Resource Center staff members, a Families and Schools Together (FAST) Coordinator, FAST staff, and community volunteers at the North Cove, Glenwood, and Old Fort Family Resource Centers, will support a variety of parenting programs and family literacy activities. The centers will provide learning opportunities for children and parents and build on the family's capacity to help their children enter school "healthy and ready to learn."  Family programs will be scheduled throughout the year with a variety of educational activities. Two eight-week sessions of FAST Early Childhood will be offered at the Old Fort site. Upon graduation from the FAST program, ongoing contact with parents will be offered through FASTWORKS, a parent-lead monthly meeting. One session per month (10 sessions) of Family Reading Adventures will be offered at the North Cove and Glenwood sites. Sites will be open for resource and referral to help connect with community resources on a full-day basis at Old Fort, and part-day at Glenwood and North Cove. Smart Start funds may be blended with other funds to provide Circle of Parents support groups at all three family resource center locations. Smart Start funds may also be blended with other funds to expand the FAST program to Glenwood and North Cove Family Resource Center sites. If funds allow, a fourth Family Resource Center may be opened in a central downtown Marion location. Smart Start funds may be used to purchase food for family and parent events associated with FAST, Family Reading Adventures, and Circle of Parents.
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
