	- According to the US Census Bureau only 70.2% (7/10) of people in McDowell County are high school graduates. 

- Approximately 10% (1/10) of people have been through a divorce. (US Census Bureau 2000)
- According to the Department of Social Services, McDowell County is among North Carolina’s 10 worst for reported child abuse and neglect. 

- Approximately 2,630 children under the age of 5 reside in McDowell County. (2008, US Census Bureau) Of those, over 20 children are currently in custody and foster care at the Department of Social Services (McDowell DSS 2010). 

	- The target population for Parenting Skills Enhancement is parents/guardians and caregivers of children ages 0-5. Some of these parents/guardians have either lost or are in danger of losing custody of their children. 
	- The North Carolina Cooperative Extension Service, McDowell County Center will employ a part-time Program Director/Parent Educator to implement this activity. Volunteers from several McDowell County agencies have agreed to donate their services by helping teach parenting classes. Two consecutive 12-week Parenting Classes will be offered in order to teach parents such concepts as alternate modes of discipline child development by using the Parenting Matters curriculum. 
	- 50 parents attend classes and seminars
- 10 parents complete class
- 15 children parented by class participants
	- By June 30, 2011, participants in parenting classes will show less than a 20% recidivism rate based on substantiated reports according to DSS records.
- By June 30, 2011, 90% of parents participating in the Parenting Matters classes can identify 4 parenting skills that they have learned from the class, as evidenced by responses on parent surveys
- By June 30, 2011, 90% of parents participating in the Parenting Matters classes identified one discipline technique that they plan to use with their children, as evidenced by responses on parent surveys
	- The Family Support PBIS criteria is >90% (9/10) for the minimum standard and >95 (95/100) for the high performing standard (FS-10 Parenting Skills – Competence and Confidence). FS-10 for fiscal year 2008-2009 was 98% of the performing standard.
