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Becoming a Love and Logic Parent

No matter what your level of parenting skills, raising a teenager can be challenging. The McDowell County Partnership for Children and Families will host a free series of Becoming a Love and Logic Parent classes beginning Monday, September 12 from 6:00 – 8:00 PM. This series is designed for parents of teens and referral by a community agency is required. 
Becoming a Love and Logic Parent was founded in 1977 by Jim Fay and Foster W. Cline, MD. It is a philosophy of raising and teaching children which allows adults to be happier, empowered, and more skilled in the interactions with children. Love allows children to grow through their mistakes. Logic allows children to live with the consequences of their choices. Love and Logic is a way of working with children that puts parents and teachers back in control, teaches children to be responsible, and prepares young people to live in the real world, with its many choices and consequences. 

Love & Logic sessions are geared toward parents and guardians of children ages 6-17. Class topics include: Raising Responsible Kids, The Love & Logic Formula, “C” Stands for Control That’s Shared, “O” is for Ownership of the Problem, “O” is Also for Opportunity for Thinking & Decision Making, “L” Stands for Let the Consequences Do the Teaching, and Let’s Wrap It Up & Take It Home. The eighth and final class will be Parent Night and a time for presenting participants with Certificates of Completion. These classes will be taught by Jeanette Furan, MA LPC, who is an experienced parent educator.
