Spring Teacher Exchange
What are children in Pre-K classrooms learning to prepare themselves for their first day in Kindergarten? Kindergarten teachers who participate in the Spring Teacher Exchange will soon find out. The McDowell County Partnership for Children & Families and the McDowell County Schools are planning a teacher exchange between Pre-K and kindergarten classrooms. 

The exchange will take place during the Week of the Young Child, on April 14-16, 2010 and will last approximately one hour. During this exchange, kindergarten teachers will visit early childhood classrooms. Our goal is that kindergarten teachers will be able to observe a typical schedule for a child planning to enter kindergarten in August 2010. This effort is part of an ongoing improvement process for kindergarten transition and is designed to foster professional development for early childhood and kindergarten teachers. 
  
Kindergarten teachers should talk with their principals about scheduling a Spring Teacher Exchange visit. Wednesday, March 31, 2010, is the deadline for principals to notify preschools of their desire to schedule a visit.
