VI. Contract Activity Description (CAD):

The Child Care Health Consultant (CCHC), a Registered Nurse trained by the NC Child Care Safety and Resource Center, will offer health consultation, training, and technical assistance to all licensed centers and family home child care providers in McDowell County and may provide more intensive on-site services to other targeted centers as documented in the CCHC’s files. The goal of this activity is to improve health and safety and to increase the quality of regulated out-of-home child care in McDowell County. The CCHC will assist child care providers in evaluating/developing health policies and procedures, complying with health and safety regulations, and incorporating good health practices (such as hand-washing, classroom sanitation, contagious disease control, etc.) in their classrooms. In addition, this activity will connect children with Health Check/Health Choice and primary medical homes, and will help ensure that children in child care programs receive regular well-child preventive health care. The Child Care Health Consultant will provide education primarily to child care providers, and also to children and parents, on health and safety related topics with a focus on increasing the capacity of child care providers to create and maintain safe and healthy child care environments. 
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
